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Guidance:

· In the columns headed “Item No” and “Date”, each allegation made should be numbered and set out in date order.
· In the column headed “Allegation”
-    The party making the allegation should set out in concise form the facts of the allegation made;

-    As a guideline the Schedule should contain no more than 8-10 relatively recent allegations;
-    The Schedule should not contain long dead historical allegations;
-    Allegations which are more than 2-3 years old are generally no longer relevant and witnesses may not be able to give reliable evidence in relation to them.
· In the column headed “response”
-    The party against whom the allegations are made should specify whether the allegation is admitted or denied;

-    If the allegation is admitted in part, the response should make clear what is admitted and what is denied; 

-    Any comments should be concise and relevant.
· In the column headed “Court’s Comment”

-   This column is for completion by the court.
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
